Hello Riders,

We are going to be taking regular breaks so bring something to drink and a bag lunch.
If you are using your own motorcycle, and it is equipped with a detachable wind screen, lower fairings, removable tour pack, highway pegs, or a rider backrest you may want to remove them before you leave, or when you arrive. This makes the bike lighter and easier to handle. If you have a Throttle Rocker, ‘Get Back Whip’ or anything attached to ANY of the controls please remove them. If you have engine guards/crash bars, you may want to cover the contact areas with a piece of heater hose, or garden hose. Secure the hose on tight with a few layers of heavy tape, or hose clamps. Don’t use foam pipe insulation as that just shreds off on impact.
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If you have handlebar mounted mirrors, bring a wrench in case you want to remove them. Mirrors and levers are usually the first to break. Please make sure your tires have a fairly good amount of tread left and are properly inflated. Check the throttle operation. Make sure that it does not bind up when the handlebars are turned “Left Side to Right Side”. Also check that the throttle cables or handlebars do not hit your knees or the gas tank when turned back and forth, “Tank to Tank”, in the full lock position.
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A half a tank of gas is ideal because it makes the bike lighter, easier to handle and pick up. Be sure to get a good rest the day before, because you will be exerting yourself physically and mentally.
